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1. COMMENT:  [From Spreadsheet]
There were 54 comments for Annex A, including 27 duplicates.  Many of the comments identify format or information that is out-of-date or incomplete; requirements that should be optional; and a number of references to Clause 20.  See the master spreadsheet for the specific comments.
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2. Commenter’s Suggested Remedy (If appropriate):  [From Spreadsheet]
Most comments request that formats and editorial items are corrected; that information be provided or updated; and that all WAVE requirements be “optional”.
3. Background, Explanation, Discussion, etc.:
The PICS in draft D1.0 were based on OFDM parameters defined in Clause 20 that were, to a great extent, unique to WAVE.  Since draft D1.0 was submitted the WAVE amendment has been restructured and many parameters are already covered by the baseline document in Clause 17 for OFDM parameters or repositioned to an Annex where the information is now included as Country Information or Regulatory classes. See the latest draft (D1.3) of P802.11p for the updates to Annex A and the repositioning of WAVE-related parameters.
4. Recommended Resolution of the Comment:
4A.  Below is the update to Annex A in P802.11p draft D1.3 which reflects the PICS as appropriate for the WAVE amendment.  Note, the PICS for WAVE are simply extensions of frequency bands, temperature ranges, channels, and power levels already defined in the baseline document.
