No other topics were suggested, so the agenda was approved.

4. Discussions of the TGw Dallas meeting agenda

· The Chair reviewed the TGw agenda in 11-06/1620r0. There were no suggestions for changes [but see further below in these minutes].
Letter Ballot Status

· The Chair discussed the status of 802.11 Letter Ballot #88 for TGw. The question has been raised as to whether comments can be posted before the Letter Ballot ends. If not, the meetings of TGw at the November 802.11 meeting in Dallas are of significantly less value although some work could still possibly be done.

Tutorial in Dallas
· The Chair mentioned, as a matter of that might be of general interest, that an 802.11s tutorial was now scheduled for the first Monday evening tutorial slot at the November meeting and an 802.15.5 (“WPAN Mesh Networking”) tutorial was scheduled for the first Tuesday evening tutorial slot. Since 802.16j (“multi-hop relay”) gave a tutorial a couple of plenaries ago, these two tutorials will complete tutorials on all wireless mesh and mesh-like efforts currently under way in 802. It is likely that there will be some sort of joint meeting by these task groups in March 2007 or possibly at the November meeting.
The Chair asked if anyone wanted to bring up any further topics for this teleconference:
· Denial of service attacks though initial association and authentication messages and lack of protection against the same in the current TGw Draft was brought up. These are out of the scope of the current TGw requirements document, requirements that had been extensively discussed and debated, although with the scope of the PAR. There is no particular problem in the requirements being addressed by a Draft being a subset of those covered by its PAR if the task group and the working group decide there are good reasons for not addressing some items arguably within the PAR. The generally feeling of most people on the teleconference was that the best course for someone wanting to address this was to prepare a submission summarizing why and how it should be addressed.

· It was pointed out that the first ad hoc TGw session Monday morning in Dallas conflicts with TGr and there is an overlap between those people interested in these two task groups. Particularly if TGw is unable to post Letter Ballot comments before the official end of the Letter Ballot, so it would have less work to do, it might be good to cancel this initial TGw ad hoc session (but keep the second 9:30-11:00 ad hoc session). Those on the teleconference were unanimously in favour of so cancelling the first ad hoc session.
· A question came up as to when Jesse Walker, the permanent Chair of TGw would return to that duty. His sabbatical is 8 week long. It began on the first day of the Melbourne meeting and ends the first day of the Dallas meeting. It was reported that he made his trip reservation for Dallas before the start of his sabbatical and will be there to Chair TGw.
The Chair adjourned the teleconference at 11:30 EDT.
