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Introduction
This document proposes to improve what the author sees as minor flaws in the current ACI and non-ACI requirements.  

· The ACI section reference sonly clause 17; it should also reference clause 19 for consistency of operations in the 2.4 GHz band.  

· The non-ACI section references clause 17 and might be read to impose restrictions on the 2.4 GHz band.

· The non-ACI section does not specify a a frequency spacing over which the non-ACI requirement applies for 40 MHz operations.  

Interpretation of a Motion to Adopt

A motion to approve this submission means that the editing instructions and any changed or added material are actioned in the TGn Draft.  This introduction is not part of the adopted material.

The non-adjacent channel rejection shall follow 17.3.10.3 in the 5 GHz band for all transmissions in a 20 MHz channel width …

Original Text:
The non-adjacent channel rejection shall follow 17.3.10.3 for all transmissions in a 20 MHz channel width …
TGn Editor: change the following text in 21.3.21.2 Non-adjacent Channel Rejection  on page 265 lines 49-51 (D1.06) as follows:
The power difference between the interfering and the desired channel is the corresponding non-adjacent channel rejection.  The non-adjacent channel center frequencies shall be separated by 80 MHz or more.

Original Text:
