Solution (Informative)
The current approved resolution of the comment only adds 
“as determined by the contents of the Antenna Selection Capability field (see 7.3.2.47.7)." 
to the end of the sentence on line 1 of page 126."

However, this is not sufficient to make the description unambiguous. This resolution only specifies that the ASEL procedure shall be used with a node that advertises that it can do ASEL, but there is no specification that, and how, a supporting node has to announce its capabilities. We thus suggest to add the following sentence at the end of the first paragraph of Sec. 9.21.2 (is Sec. 9.18.2 in version D1.06):

“A STA that is capable of supporting antenna selection shall set each subfield of the ASEL capabilities field of the HT Capabilities element to 1 depending on its capabilities in all HT Capabilities elements that is transmitted (See 7.2.3.46.7).”
