	Clarification of how all band allocations will be dealt with is required.
	Counter:

TGn is only chartered to address 20MHz channels allocations in current 2.4GHz and 5GHz allocations as defined in the baseline standard (currently known as rev-ma D9.0) and new 40MHz channel allocations in same said bands.   All information regarding valid HT channel numbers by regulatory domains is contained in the revised Annex J contained in the TGn draft amendment (currently known as Draft 1.08).  802.11 may wish to extend the use of “n” into other bands at a later date if an interested group of people obtain approval to form a task group. To clarify, Table n57 and n58 that appeared in TGn draft 1.0 have been removed.  Also see 06/1845r1.
