Agenda: Propose resolutions to comments received on LB 88.
Chair called the meeting to order at 4:06 PM ET, 09 January, 2007. He read the patent policy, and there were no letters of assurance for the Working Group Chair.
Chair reported on his action items. No response to query on whether a new field in RSN IE would break anyone’s implementation. Chair to resend query to reflector once more.

Chair asked Bob O’Hara whether broadcast/mu;ticast disassociate requests are supported. Bob believes so. Group expressed no need to make a formal interpretation request.

Discussion of strategy for London: split into groups, and partition the list of comments among the people present. Group seems this is a good strategy.

Editor Report: Synchronized 802.11w D1.0 against 802.11-REVma D9.0 and 802.11k D6.0, 802.r D4.0 802.11n D1.08. Document converted to Framemaker.
11-06-1932-00: This document proposes to remove the DHV scheme and instead use AES CMAC to protect broadcast disassociate.deauthenticate. Addresses comment 180 and several more. Is this the way the group wants to go? Kapil Sood to track down which comments it would address.

Is there a requirement for this in our requirements document? No. Requirement 151 says broadcast and unicast can use different mechanisms, but doesn’t specify that we have to solve the insider attack problem.

Editor: We asked a question about muting of the MORE-DATA bit. We are protecting this because we thought 802.11r needs it. If you are retransmitting, then the channel conditions may have changed, and the MAC may need to fragment. 802.11r uses this for data frames, not management frames. Chair: We should make it the same as for data unless we can find some reason why. Group seems to agree. Comment is specific enough that if we adopt proposed resolution the editor knows what to do.
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
