Each 2 octets in the Radio Channels field represents an individual regulatory class and an individual channel number. The first octet represents a regulatory class that contains an enumerated value from Annex J specifying the frequency band in which the channel number is valid. The second octet represents a valid channel number in the specified regulatory class.
