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Add 8A.6, on page 49 at end of line 38:

“The contents of the first and second message are described in Clause 8A.6.1 and Clause 8A.6.2, respectively.”
 Clause 8A.6, page 49 lines 40-44:
Change: “When a STA invokes the Fast BSS Transition protocol, then the.third and fourth messages comprise the reassociation exchange, which demonstrates liveness of the peer and enables an authenticated resource request.  The contents of the reassociation exchange are described in Clause 8A.6.3 and Clause 8A.6.4”

Clause 8A.6, page 49 lines 46-50:

Change: “When the STA invokes the Fast BSS Transition resource request protocol, then the third and fourth messages in the sequence are used to demonstrate liveness of the peer, authenticate information elements, and enable an authenticated resource request. The fifth and sixth messages comprise the reassociation exchange.  The contents of third and fifth message are described in Clause 8A.6.3, and contents of fourth and sixth messages are described in Clause 8A.6.4.”
