· Propsal to banish the NULL key and use non-existent key

· Page 8.1.4 in REV-MA-9.0 – NULL key is used here multiple times, and returned as a result of non-key mapping.  These diagrams are informative. A NULL key value is different from any other key value, so all zeroes key is not necessarily a NULL key.
· Nancy proposed redesign of the “if” conditions – replace “key is a null key” with “Pairwise key exists” and in broadcast case also.  SME is notified accordingly, and add a confirm code.

·  Clause 8.7.2.2a
· For unicast, we only support CCKM.  A concern was raised that the same pseudo code logic should apply for vendor specific unicast ciphers.  A vendor specific algorithm may be added here, if needed.  The group decided to make the “if” condition more generic to apply to all unicast ciphers, beyond CCM.  The new text of “if” condition reads “MPDU is individual RA”.
· 11w is modifying AAD construction for different frame typres.  We are still using CCMP, but it has different ways of constructing the AAD (8.3.3.3.2 in 11w draft D1.0).

· Make the selection criteria more generic, so it need not be changed for every new cipher in future.

· Jouni to discuss some opens at the Orlando meeting
· Nancy to churn out next draft based on comments resolutions which were voted on.  Goal is to get out to re-circulation in March in Orlando.  Nancy asks everyone to review comment resolutions to get feedback earlier.
