5.1. Presentation of proposal to resolve Comment ID’s (CID) 21, 22, and 27

5.2. Dennis W. points out that even though claimed several years ago, IEEE 299 has not provided requirements for environments smaller than having a minimum 2.0 meter linear dimension which might impose problems using IEEE 299 as a general reference for IEEE 802.11.2.

5.3. Agreement that we should not do anything different than the existing standard if we refer to it.

5.4. Charles: introduction should add lines that vendors could certify their equipment. Having such a certified equipment would be sufficient to assume that isolation is correct.

5.5. Question on why a directional antenna is used:

5.5.1. Reason for using a directional antenna (not mandatory) is to use the additional gain from the antenna to pick up weak signals.

5.5.2. After discussion if it is necessary to add a note that directional antenna should point at the DUT, participants thinks this should be added as a note.

5.6. Major difference of D.4 to preceding approach is that instead of a signal generator a WLCP is used.
