· No change in section 1 through 5.1
Section 5.2: 
· Should we mention QoS AP/non-QoS AP explicitly? After discussion it was agreed that non-DLS capable AP means non-QoS AP and scope for this work is for non-DLS capable AP. No changed needed.
Section 5.4: 
· After some discussion, it was agreed that first three lines are informative text and not needed here. First three lines removed.
· Lot of discussion in remaining text. Group also discussed if we want to increase the scope to include IBSS. After discussion it was agreed that it’s not needed and we should keep it consistent with existing DLS i.e. BSS only. 
· With lots of discussion, it was agreed to modify the last line as: “The purposes of this amendment are to create a new DLS mechanism which:   a) Does not require access point upgrades (i.e. supports DLS operation with the non-DLS capable access points),   b) Which supports Power Save mode (when associated with both DLS and non-DLS capable access points), and c) Continues to allow operation of DLS in the presence of existing DLS capable access points”.
Section 5.5:
· After some discussion 2nd & 3rd line modified as: “The current DLS mechanism do not support power saving and it is important to find a power saving mechanism that likewise doesn’t require access point upgrade. This amendment will create a new DLS mechanism, which will allow much faster adoption of DLS”. 
· No change in section 5.6 through 8.1.
