· Status PIC's: Revised PIC's where submitted for the London meeting. They have not been verified with the updated draft. An Adhoc meeting will be setup for next week to go over the PIC’s and make them consistent with the new draft.
· Annex I: The need of a PIC for a particular spectral mask was discussed. It was not done for other amendments, but it may be appropriate for 802.11p. It was mentioned that Peter Ecclesine could provide some background on why it was not included in other amendments. This will be further discussed during the F2F meeting.
