Date: 13 March 2007

Lee Armstrong chair of the TGp working group called the meeting to order at 8:06 AM EDT.

· Rick Noens was asked to take notes in the absence of Filip Weytjens, the group secretary.
· Lee reviewed the slides that relate to the IEEE meeting P&P which included:
· Individual membership
· Anti Trust
· Patent Policy including recent changes
· Inappropriate topics
· Voting status and credit
· Lee reviewed the proposed agenda which was approved as presented.
· Lee asked for comments relating to the January conference call minutes (11-07-0324-01-000p).  None were brought up and the minutes were approved as written.
· Liaison reports from IEEE P1609 and ISO TC204 were the next items on the agenda.  The two people responsible for these liaison activities, Tom Kurihara and Dick Roy, were not present at this time.  Since Tom was not expected to attend these meetings Lee gave a brief update for 1609 which included the status of 1609.1, 1609.2 and 1609.4 as being published and 1609.3 in the process of being published.  Since Dick Roy is expected to attend this week’s meetings his liaison report for ISO TC204 was deferred to later in the week.
· Wayne Fisher gave an update of the status of the comment spreadsheet (11-07-0057-03-000p) indicating that he had updated it to include all the editorial comments he had corrected in the latest draft and the changes presented and approved in the London meetings by Rick Noens, Dick Roy and Lee Armstrong to address comments assigned to them.  Wayne also reported that the latest draft has been posted.
· Two presentations were scheduled for the PM session today.  They are a presentation from Justin McNew relating to using a modification of beacons and a presentation from Mary Ann Ingram addressing certain comments relating to mobility.  Carl Kain volunteered to post Mary Ann’s presentation prior to the PM session.
· Lee reviewed the comment resolution process the TG is following including the champion facet.
· Alastair Malarky stated that he would have material to present relating to comments he has been working on and is ready to present when called upon.
· Lee solicited the verbal updates from the comment champions and most stated that they would have updates to present during this week’s meetings.
· Jerry Landt lead a review of comments he is working on which included CIDs 928, 933, 943, 968 and 969.  Jerry’s analysis and recommendations are documented in 11-07-0325-00-000p.  The conclusions from the resulting discussions are as follows:
· For CIDs 928, 933 and 943 the group voted 9 yes, 0 no, 0 abstain to approved Jerry’s recommendation to reject these comments.
· For CIDs 968 and 969 the group agreed to counter the commenter’s proposed solution by following the documentation style for the 4.9 GHz work now included in 802.11ma in annex i.  The exact wording for this counter proposal was agreed to during the drafting of a friendly amendment of Jerry’s recommendation documented in 0325.  This friendly amendment was unanimously approved by the group and will be posed in 11-07-0325-01-00p.
· Further discussion on tables i2 and i3 were deferred per Alastair’s request as he intends to make proposals concerning these tables in his presentation later this week.
· With no objections, Lee recessed the meeting at 09:51 AM EDT.
