Discussion:

In 11y/D1.0:

While Submission 07/0245r3 recommends Accept Comments 139, 293, 351 and 520,  however resolution of other comments resulted in Proposing to Counter them.
Comment 137 on 7.3.2.37 suggests changing wording about “the receiving STA” of a Channel Switch with Mode 0.

CID 357 in Submission 07/0245r3 deletes text being commented on. Propose Counter Comment 137.
Comment 351 on 7.3.2 suggests editing instructions of "Assignment of values for these information elements needs to be approved by IEEE 802.11 ANA. Until that time, these values are tentative and subject to change. Final values will be requested from IEEE 802.11 ANA once this amendment reaches the 75% approval threshold in Sponsor Ballot." Proposed Comment Resolution:  “We use the language from 11n/D.20 "EDITORIAL NOTE—Numbers marked as <ANA> will be inserted once assigned by the 802.11 ANA." Propose Counter Comment 351.
Comment 268 says a changed sentence in 17.3.12 is not completely underlined, and suggests doing so. Proposed Comment Resolution:  “Orlando March 13 meeting agreed to make into a new paragraph and revise editing instruction.” Propose Counter Comment 268.

Comment 293 on 11.1 suggests using “DSE-SA” for the DSE service area.  Proposed Comment Resolution:  “As the term is not used outside this subclause, there is no need to create a new one. We spell out DSE Service Area in the title and sentences of the subclause.” Propose Counter Comment 293.

Editorial Comment 455 says a sentence in 5.2.7 needs a comma, but other voted resolutions remove 5.2.7. Propose Counter Comment 455.

Editorial Comment 201 on 11.1 says “RegLoc Agreement” should be “dot11RegLocAgreement”.”  Proposed Comment Resolution: “CID 520 proposes a different resolution that leads to the possibility of removing the MIB variable "dot11RegLocAgreement." Propose Counter Comment 201.
Comment 74 on an editing instruction in 17.3.10.5 was countered in 07/0272r1, but spreadsheet 07/0008r11 still showed it as Accept.

Comment 520 on 11.10 was countered in 07/0245r3, but spreadsheet 07/0008r11 still showed it as Accept.

Propose Counter Editorial Comments 72, 73 and 162 without discussion.
