IEEE 802.11n STANDARD
Group Achieves Important Milestone to Establishing Enhancements for Higher Wireless Networking Throughput

PISCATAWAY, N.J., USA, DAY MONTH 2007 The IEEE 802.11(TM) Working Group has approved a new draft of the IEEE 802.11n standard.  This amendment to the Standard for Information Technology-Telecommunications and information exchange between systems – Local and metropolitan area networks-Specific requirements-Part 11: Wireless LAN Medium Access Control (MAC) and Physical Layer (PHY) specifications is intended to provide enhancements to deliver over 100 Mbps of data throughput.  The approval of this draft 2.00 is an important milestone to the final ratification and publishing of IEEE 802.11n.    

Out of 325 eligible voters, 231 voting to affirm the draft, 46 voted against, and 28 abstained.  This resulted in a 83.4% affirmative vote, exceeding the 75% threshold for approving such drafts.  The next step is to resolve the 3076 unique comments that accompanied the votes, of which 1635 were technical comments and 1441 were editorial comments.  Upon resolving these comments, the IEEE 802.11 Working Group expects to issue additional recirculation ballots on an updated draft in an effort to increase the number of affirmative voters.  The ultimate result will be for the IEEE® Standards Association to issue a Sponsor Ballot to establish and publish the final IEEE 802.11n standard.

Given the interest from consumers, governments, industry, and other organizations in the development of IEEE 802.11n, the IEEE Standards Association in association with the IEEE 802.11 Working Group has decided to make draft 2.00 available to the public.
