Discussion on topics for a  joint session with .11p, who are also unhappy about size of beacons . . .

· Suggested we use Guido’s document 11-07/0403 

· Noted that .11p is discussing a broadcast message on demand vs our beacon which is periodic

· Our current draft states a capability field for an ESS or an IBSS.  Our draft says both set to zero is for inter MP communication.  So if you have MP co-located with AP and both are sending beacons, those are two distinct and can’t be combined into one.

· There are already products and we don’t know which bits are used.  Current standard does not state.  Infrastructure mode ESS 1 and iBSS 0, in iBSS mode it is opposite.  Doesn’t say what happens if both 0

· Suggested and agreed to announce the intent for the session at the Opening Plenary

There are still comments on security that have not been looked at yet.  Could review those at that time.  Chair agreed to make AM1 a session on security.

It was noted that D1.03 will be the baseline for the Montréal meeting.  It has been stable since Eindhoven.  Another draft will be generated after.
