1. Meeting was called to order by TGy chair at 13:03 EDT
2. Chair discussed his goals for the session and reviewed the agenda.

3. Chair asked if there were any changes or modifications to the agenda.  Eldad asked to add a discussion of Annex J2, which was added as the last discussion item.

4. Hearing none, the modified agenda was adopted.

5. Chair displayed the new IEEE-SA Standards Board Bylaws on Patents in Standards and additional Pat Com Guidance, and asked if anyone was not aware of the policy.  Hearing none he continued.
6. Chair asked “are there matters that the WG chair need to be informed of?” Hearing none, he continued.
7. Chair asked if there were any objections to accepting the minutes from the Orlando meeting, with a change of the revision from the erroneous 11 to 1, and the correction of the spelling of Steve Shellhammer’s name. Hearing none, the minutes are approved.
8. Chair discussed comment (TGn) 1941.

9. Chair discussed comment (TGn) 3024.  He suggested that these issues be forwarded to TGk instead of TGy.  Removing the LCIDSEReport table from TGy and use the spectrum management report table of TGh, will remove TGy dependency on TGk, a problem because TGk could slip, thereby delaying TGy.  Eldad will forward this information on to TGn.

10. Chair stated he has a draft with these changes.
11. Chair explained that the LB closes Saturday at midnight, and in order to vote on changes, they should be posted 24 hours in advance of Tuesday’s call.  The Chair plans to have a new draft ready for the Tuesday, May 15th session, so that we can have a draft ready for Thursday afternoon’s meeting to vote to go to recirculation ballot.

12. That is the end of the posted agenda.

13. Eldad led a discussion of his concerns about Annex J.2, and we subsequently agreed not to minute it because LB104 was open.

14. Chair asked if there is any other discussion.  Hearing none, he stated that we will be meeting on a call next Tuesday for up to three hours to deal with comments from LB104 and other remaining comments.

15. Naveen made a motion to adjourn; Dan Lubar second.  Approved by unanimous consent.
