Roaming: TGu uses “roam” to describe a STA moving from one AP to another, within the same network.

In a cellular environment this would normally be called handover.
Roaming: An operator-based term involving formal agreements between operators that allows a STA to get connectivity from a foreign network.  Roaming (a particular aspect of user mobility) includes, for example, the functionality by which users can communicate their identity to the local IEEE 802.11 AN so that inter IEEE 802.11 AN agreements can be activated and service and applications in the user's home network can be made available to the user locally.
