Reason:
As given in the LB84 resolutions on this issue, while the STBC modes can provide PER improvements, this benefit is not significant for all implementations (eg. devices with more antennas than spatial streams, the MCS with BPSK, etc.)  Furthermore, there are implementation issues with this feature that are not simple to resolve.  Since there have been no new technical data to support these CIDs, we should continue reject making STBC mode mandatory.
