During the discussions within IEEE 802.11u Task Group (InterWorking with External Networks), the use of a database with information on other (non-IEEE 802.11) networks. The objective is to provide information to IEEE 802.11 users concerning networks in the area, including external networks. The intent is to ensure that the users have information to best select networks and to simplify handover to other networks (including external networks). Note that the selection of networks to handover to is beyond the scope of the IEEE 802.11 work.

More specifically, the Task Group wishes to ask the operators of external networks whether there is information (on their networks) that should not be placed in such a database.
