5. Ad hoc TGs meetings:
5a) A logistics message has already been posted to the TGs reflector for the June ad hoc in Hillsboro sponsored by Intel. Eveyone on the call was agreeable to the ad hoc starting 10am the morning of the first day and ending no later than 4pm the last day (except for the “social” which is scheduled for the next day).
5b) Michael Bahr said that he had made arrangements for the August ad hoc in Munich sponsored by Siemens. It will use the same hotel as the previous TGs ad hoc in Munich. He will send a message to the chair with the logistics arrangements for the chair to post when appropriate, but it was felt that there wasn’t a rush right now on this.
5c) On the September ad hoc in Kaua‘i, sponsored by Donald Eastlake, the week before the 802.11 meeting on the big island of Hawai‘i, it was agreed that logistics should be announced as soon as practical because people are probably making plans further in advance than usual for Hawai‘i.
