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Minutes

The Chair convened the call at 10:05 EDT.

The Chiar noted that everyone should be familiat with the following:

and noted that this call was being held under the patent policy. The chair asked if anyone knew of any potentially essential patents of which the 802.11 chair should be made aware. There were no questions and not one indicated they knew of any such patents.

The Agenda was adopted without objection.
The Chair noted that Jan Kruys and Steve Conner had indicated they would be unable to be on the call today due to travel.

There was a query as to the status of the Draft. The Chair indicated that they did not know when a Draft 1.04 would be posted but noted that the motion adopted by the task group at the Montreal meeting allowed posting of incrementally changed versions of the Draft so it is not necessary that all changes be incorporated before a new version is posted.

The Chair noted that the new document server is up and that he had succsssfully uploaded documents to it.

4. Joseph Kim presented the single slide that he had distributed. It is the same as 11-07/550r5 Slide 4 except that the “TTL” field is replaced with a “Mesh Header”, an already defined composite which has TTL, flags, may have 5th and 6th address, and has sequence number init. He stated that this is just a change to the generally good proposal done by Jan Kruys, Guenael Strutt, and Steve Conner in 11-07/550r5 (11-07/799r1 and 11-07/800r1 word documents).
The need for 6 addresses in a management frame was questioned and a tree based example given in support of having a 6 address capability.

Some questions posted to the 802.11 working group mailing list by Kevin Hayes, who was not on the call, were then discussed, particularly how the IV might be handled for TGw to protect mesh management frames. In response, it was noted that the 4th address and all remaining fields (starting with TTL in 11-07/550r5 and with Mesh Header in the modified slide) are together considered payload and so get integrity checked / encrypted. The IV presumably goes right before addr4 and the format should be compatible. This seems like it will be compatible with whatever TGw does.
[There was some further email discussion after the teleconference.]

5. Ad hoc TGs meetings:
5a) No change is June, Hillsboro Oregon, meeting logistics which have been posted.
5b) No change in August, Munich Germany, meeting logitics which will be announced later.
5c) Donald Eastlake, sponsor of the 12-14 September ad hoc in Lihue, the week before the 802.11 meeting on the big island of Hawai‘i, indicated that rapid progress is being made on a hotel agreement and it looks like rooms will be available for a reasonable rate. Logistics should be posted shortly.

The 6 June teleconference was discussed. On last week’s teleconference, it was decided that the topic would be General Area CIDs. It is during the same week as the Wi-Fi Alliance meeting in San Francisco. If there does not appear to be adequate interest, it will be cancelled.
[The chair has gone back and checked: The motion passed in the task group in Montreal and the TGs closing report specifically stated that there would be no teleconference on the 6th of June.]
