Two documents were placed on the Server and were the primary basis for this teleconference.  They were:

Today’s discussions centered on these two documents.

The document on the “Development of DSRC-WAVE Standards” was briefy discussed.  It’s primary purpose is to provide the general WG members an idea of the evolution of DSRC/WAVE and the effort behind the development of the WAVE amendment.  It was agreed that this is a useful document and that corrections should be made to it and additions should be made of relevant activities associated with the overall effort but that it would not/should not become a living document that would be continually updated.
The primary discussions were to review and provide inputs and guidance to clean up the proposed changes to the P802.11p draft as presented in document 11-07-2044.

Some more detailed notes provided by Francois and Susan:

Dick:

WBSS definition: change '1 or more WBSS users' to '0 or more WBSS Users' (or change the text to that effect)

Dick:

WSIE Definition: Change to something like "the WSIE contains information specified by the upper layers"

Dick:

Discussion about adding a Timing and CALM IE's in 802.11

Francois

Discussion related to remove clause 9.15 as the first paragraph provides the same information that 11.14.1 and the second paragraph & table belong in Clause 7.3.2.29.

Dick:

Change the 'WAVE' bit to 'On-demand Beacon' bit

Dick:

Insure that we have the native beacon taking care of in receive mode when in WAVE mode

Dick:

1) Change name from WAVE service information element to WAVE information element.

2) Change specification of setting of "WAVE mode bit" to "On-demand beacon mode" set from other MIB attributes besides WAVE mode.

3) Do we need a definition of provider/user? How much are these terms actually used in our document now? Can they be eliminated altogether?

4) Can we join more than one WBSS? (Consensus of group on phone this was out of scope for 802.11, which is one radio per STA).

5) Make sure that the language of the amendment does not restrict the usage of the On-DemandBeacon management frame to WAVE mode only.

6) Wants to make sure that we've checked all the beacon language in ma for compatibility with receiving an on-demand beacon.

Dick:Have we checked against revMA yet? 

Francois: Set time to 0xffffff

How does everyone behave when on-demand beacon mode was set? Justin is comfortable with just setting the timer. On-demand beacon mode is set, how is that tied to join/synchronize? Justin has already implemented.

Francois: implementation is easy, standard not so easy.

Dick: but what do I do on receive? how do we suppress the normal response?

Francois: 572 mentions in the ma document.

7)Wants to propose a Timing Information element as part of 802.11.

Francois:

Wants to check with Justin on parameters for each of the primitive. Has done switch based on the MIB attribute for join processing.
