 (b) Miscellaneous (1) - "STA in a BSS" phrase to "an associated STA" - submission needed – Alan will review and propose any changes needed.
 (c) Annex D “TBD” comments – The current practice is for the editor to determine the proper values, based on the amendments that the document follows. Emily will do this, and also check with Terry Cole, to see if he wants to include the MIB number assignments as part of the ANA function.

3. Note that 11-07-1953-00-0000-ieee-802-11-wg-combined-tentative-agenda-july-2007 is posted, 
 including a preliminary TGv agenda.  Document 11-07-2003-00-000-July-2007-agenda contains the current TGv agenda slides.
Discussion: 
- The chair has contacted the authors to verify that the proposed agenda times are agreeable. The agenda will be updated to reflect changes: Move Leader based Multicast to the first Tuesday session, and move Interference Diagnostics and Preferred Channel to the first Thursday timeslot. 
- To go out for LB directly (without the additional 15-day Draft 1.0 approval), we need to have Draft 1.0 available on the server by 11am Thursday at the latest.  If Draft 1.0 is not on the server by 11:00am Thursday, then to go to LB, we will have to pass motions for the 15-day Draft 1.0 approval, followed by the 30-day LB.
- The 802 Emergency services ad-hoc overlaps with the last TGv session on Thursday, beginning at 2:00pm. We expect that a number of TGv members may want to/need to attend that meeting. We’ll have to see how it goes; potentially have the vote to go to LB at the beginning of the 1:30 session, or the end of the 10:20-12:30 session, depending on when the draft would be on the server.
- Alan is giving a presentation on TGv location services at the 802 Emergency services ad-hoc. The presentation will be available beforehand, for TGv member feedback. LLDP-MED is being proposed as an L2 cross-media location delivery mechanism. There are also Layer 3 and above location delivery mechanisms. Question of how many are needed, and the desire to reduce complexiy in L2. Some applications require the location info prior to association – LLDP-MED doesn’t apply. 
- If we meet our objective and go out to Letter Ballot in July, we should consider an ad-hoc prior to the September meeting. One possibility is to co-locate the ad-hoc with TGs, during the week prior to the September meeting. So consider being flexible with travel plans.
