-  If the NAV protection is desired for only the first or sole frame in the TXOP, the duration value is set to the estimated time, in microseconds, required to transmit the pending frame, plus one CTS frame, plus one ACK or Block Ack frame if required, plus number of NDPs if required, plus explicit feedback if required, plus three number of SIFS intervals, what precedes each consecutive PPDU.
