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Change section 11.9.7.1 as follows:
11.9.7.1 Selecting and advertising a new channel in an infrastructure BSS

A STA in a BSS that is not the AP shall not transmit the Channel Switch Announcement element. A non-AP STA shall not transmit the Channel Switch Announcement element.
Change section 11.20.4.1 as follows:
11.20.4.1 Presence Request procedures
A non-AP STA in a BSS may send Presence Request frames that conform to the parameters as defined by the Presence Parameters information element in the Beacon or Probe Response frames. When a non-AP STA moves from one ESS to another ESS, the non-AP STA may send Presence Request frames that conform to the parameters defined by the Presence Parameters information element as indicated in the Beacon or Probe Response frames of the new ESS.
