· Roll call – Eldad Perahia (Intel), Peter Ecclesine (Cisco), Bruce Kraemer, Marvell, Rich Kennedy (ETS-Lindgren), Jim Raab (Dell), Doug Chan (Cisco), Vinko Erceg (Broadcom) and Scott Blue (In Motion Technology)
· Chair reviews proposed telecon Agenda and asks for approval of same

· Hearing no objections, the telecon agenda is approved

· Chair asks: "Are you aware of, and understand the IEEE patent policy?  If not refer the correct section or IEEE Patcom URL: http://standards.ieee.org/board/pat/pat-slideset.ppt ”

· Chair asks: “..does anyone not understand the IEEE patent policy as read?"  No reply is heard

· Chair asks: “Are there matters that the WG chair needs to be informed of?” No reply is heard
· Chair asks: “Are there matters arising from the minutes of the July 3rd teleconference?” No reply is heard
· Chair asks: “Is there an objection to approving the minutes from the the July 3rd teleconference?” No reply is heard

· Web conference  http://meetingplace.cisco.com worked, sharing views of files being discussed.
· Chair displayed document 07/2058r1- LB106 PHY misc comments resolution and asked if there was any discussion on the document.  Hearing none he asked if there was any objection to accepting the comment resolutions in 07/2058r1. No objection was heard.
· Chair displayed document 07/2073r0 - LB106 non-Editorial comments Submission.  He reviewed the following CIDs
· 2072 on ECSA – Accepted in Principle based on email discussion with commenter.
· 2073 on Supported Regulatory Classes -  Accepted in Principle based on email discussion with commenter.
· Bruce asked how he could use ECSA (for 802.11n) if the proposed restrictions were accepted.  The Chair explained that it is written so that it only restricts its use in 3650.
· 2039 – Rejected because the text is identical to 7.3.2.20 CSA, and works identically.
· 2075 – Accepted in Principle, but the editor will not add the requested explanation of why they should be used.
· 2076 – Accept in Principle because the comment doesn’t change anything technically, using the email supplied version of text.
· 2077 and 2078 – Rejected because the comment lacks specific objections with proposed resolution in sufficient detail so that the specific wording of the changes that will cause the negative voter to change his or her vote to "approve" can readily be determined.
· 2003 – Rejected because the commenter did not understand that this is a FrameMaker issue.
· Chair displayed document 07/2080r1 - LB106 Submission for DSE comments.  He reviewed the following CIDs:
· 2051 – Rejected because the suggested use of the word “registration” would be confusing as the FCC uses it for licensed operators and stations in required databases and regulations.
· 2022 – Rejected because it does not appear that a clearer name is possible.

· 2020 – Rejected because creating a new action frame for three actions would not be worth the effort.

· 2052 – Accepted in Principle

· 2033 – Rejected because the FCC prohibits indirect enablement.

· 2032 – Rejected because SA is not as valid as an identifying number assignment.

· Chair displayed document 07/2072r0 - LB106 Editorial comments submission.  He reviewed the following CIDs:
· 2043 – Rejected because the use of capitals in the draft is consistent with IEEE style.
· 2029 – Rejected.
· Chair stated that he would post the revised documents a few hours following the teleconference.
· Chair stated that the review was completed at 14:03 EDT
· Scott (using somebody elses voice) asked if we ever resolved the naming of the enabling device.  The Chair stated that it was not necessary to change it (from Enabling AP), but suggested that it is a good change to make during Sponsor Ballot, or to Draft 4.0.
· Chair asked “Does anyone think we need more time?” No reply was heard.
· Chair asked if there were any other comments to review or discuss.  No reply was heard.
Discussion of schedule through San Francisco. 

At San Francisco TGy has Tuesday AM1 timeslot and Thursday PM2 timeslot. We will use the Tuesday timeslot to approve the comment resolutions and ask the Editor to prepare a new draft. The Thursday PM2 timeslot will be used to vote to approve the new draft, accept it as Draft 4.0, make motions to ask the WG to approve using Procedure 20 Conditional Approval to go to Sponsor Ballot, and hold another recirculation letter ballot after San Francisco.  On Friday he will meet with EXCOM to discuss his report on the comment resolutions.  He expects there will be no ad hoc sessions between San Francisco and Hawaii.  The next teleconference is scheduled for July 31st for one hour, but he expects it will be cancelled for lack of anything to discuss at that time.
