Ad hoc Meeting, Monday July 16, 8.00-11.00 am, Hyatt Regency, Embarcadero, San Francisco, Pacific Concourse Room D.
Dee Denteener was selected as Secretary.
Manual attendance recording was taken of those physically present.
Miscellaneous announcements and agenda, as in 1976r4. 
Standard Boards Bylaws on Patents in standards, anti-trust statement, and miscellaneous announcement were read and slides were shown. The Chair inquired if everyone was familiar with the IEEE 802 IPR policy, and if there were any patents or applications about which the 802.11 WG Chair should be informed.  No-one indicated unfamiliarity and there were no patents brought forward. There were no questions on policy and procedures.

Steve gave an update on draft D1.05 and spread sheet  11-07/23r37. 85% of the comments have been resolved; another 100 ones were tentatively accepted in the Hillsboro ad hoc and may be accepted during the week.
The draft is available in the member’s area, but also via the local Newton website. Unfortunately, the Newton version seems to be out of date (D1.03). Alternatively, it can be obtained on request for participants in the ad hoc via memory stick.
There initially appeared to be no one who wished to give a presentation, so the Chair indicated we would break up into subgroup for comment resolution. No one suggested any special sub-groupings so the chair asked for indications of interest in the standard TGs four sub-groups:

· MAC – 6

· Security – 4

· RFI – 5

· General – 2

Chair indicated TGs should divide into three subgroups for MAC, Security, and RFI. Without objection the chair indicated he would call the groups together again and adjourn at 10:50 so there would be enough time for people to get to the opening 802 Plenary.
A request was then made to present 11-07/2096r0 and there was no objection to changing the agenda to do this.

Zhen Xie presented 11-07/2096r0 on “Mesh Local Synchronisation”
Q:  What is mesh TSF: local or global

A: Here there is no global synchronization
Q: Can you change the wording from “profile” to “group”? Cannot you just set the bit?

Q: What problem does this solve?
A: A number of CIDs listed in the presentation BB (Beacon Broadcaster) and MBCA

Q: Why do we need synchronisation? Global distributed algorithms are very difficult.

A: Power Save. In this case there is only a local schedule.

Q: Broadcast not enough, need peer to peer set up.
Q: In MDA currently all based on a global clock.
A: For MDA, need not know global clock. 

Q: How can the nodes manage two TSFs at the same time?
A: E.g. by having two MACs, or two clock implementations.

Q: Comment: 802.1 has a 802.1as subgroup working on synchronisation for wired home networks. Is anyone familiar? Can we put hooks in TGs to use the algorithms from there?
