The Chair inquired if everyone was familiar with the IEEE 802 and 802.11 IPR policy and if there were any potentially essential patents, patent applications, or claims about which the 802.11 WG Chair should be informed.  No-one indicated unfamiliarity with the policy and no new patents or applications were identified.

There were no suggestioned changes in the Agenda and there were no presentations.

4. Comment Resolution
Those on the call worked with 11-07/23r42 filtered to Open comments in the MAC topic category sorted by ascending Issue Identifier and then by CID #.

Hrishikesh Gossain went over the CIDs that had been assigned to him during the last teleconference.

· CIDs 61, 69, and 907 were discussed. They will likely be covered by a submission which is being prepared by Rishi and others.

· CID 70 was discussed and it was felt that the possibility of a different CWmin or other different QoS for Mesh should be considered.
· CID 2042 was discussed and it was decided to revisit this after more work has been done on section 11A.8.
· CID 3568 was discussed. There was general agreement that the comment is correct but no specific wording was suggested.

· CID 3645 was extensively discussed. There was some disagreement over whether this was a valid comment. Much of the discussion included analogies to 802.11e. The ability to configure nodes and the specification of a default may be adequate.
Continuing with Issue Identifier “Beacon bloat” from after CID 2122, which as far as we got in the last call:

Kazuyuki Skoda mentioned that he will be uploading a revision of 11-07/2306r0, authored by himself and Michelle Gong, to resolve commented related to the separation of legacy and mesh Beacons. [This has been done. R1 is now on the server.]

CID 2233: There was considerable discussion. It was noted that no one necessarily sends a beacon at mesh TBTT. Mesh has a virtual TBTT and offset. A Counter was agreed to by those on the call and entered in 11-07/23r43.

CID 3968: Assigned to Jarkko Knecht.

CID 4174: Rejected on the grounds that Draft 1.06 clarifies that there is a separate mesh beacon which can be less frequent than BSS Beacon.

CID 4672: Accepted. MDAOP advertisements should be in the Probe Response like they are in the Beascon. Chair to draft suggested text.
CID 55: This was a comment requesting correction of a sentence describing behaviour. While the sentence isn’t right, it was decided by those on the call to resolve but a counter removing the sentence as the behaviour is described in 11A.9.
CID 57: Assigned to Jarkko Knecht.
CID 58: Related to 57.
