The primary items covered were:
1. One action item from the Kona sessions was for Carl Kain to determine the history behind the development of “Category 1” and “Category 2” for the WAVE receiver performance requirements.  Carl said he was still trying to find the original documentation that was the basis of the Category 2 requirements.     Note: The MIB attribute “dot11ACRtype” in Table 17-14 is the toggle for using “Category 1” or Category 2” performance requirements for Adjacent Channel Rejection.
2. Document 2481r2, Master Comment Spreadsheet.  Wayne discussed the status of the Master Spreadsheet.  The duplicates were removed from the spreadsheet and most of the “No Name” comments were identified.  The “No Name” comments will be reviewed with Lee to determine the name(s) of the author(s).  Francois will take a cut at comment resolutions for as many comments as he is comfortable addressing.  Wayne requested that everyone is encouraged to provide comment resolutions to comments if they can but should provide their comments to the folks assigned to each major section so there is coordination and to minimize duplication of effort.   [Attached at the end is the list of assignments and the individual’s E-mail address.]
3. Lee provided some background information on the results of the Letter Ballot 110 voting and comments received.  Since our vote was so close to passing (74.09) it was significant that 2 No votes changed to Yes votes could have made the difference.  Lee lamented that there were several No votes that did not contain any substantial technical comments.
4. Document 2530r1, Comment Resolution for Clauses 3 and 5.2.2a was presented and discussed by Vinuth Rai.  This document was related to resolutions for Comments 24 (now 37) and 70 (now 90).  After a long discussion Vinuth and John Kenney agreed to update the document to rev 2 with the results of the discussions.
5. Document 2584, Comment Resolutions for Clauses 1, 2, and 3 was presented by Francois Simon.  This document addresses comments comments 46 and 57. This presentation evolved into a major discussion on definitions that should be included in the TGp draft amendment including provider and user and what constitutes a WAVE BSS.
The next teleconference is scheduled for next Thursday, October 11, 2007, at 3 PM EDT.
