Meeting called to order by the chair Menzo Wentink @ 10:04am

Meeting Minutes

Menzo: Daniel Borges indicated he could not attend the call due to Singapore travel. There are no objections against Menzo taking minutes this time.
Items for the agenda: Review changes in draft text proposal 2515r7.
Menzo: First major change is that TGr received an Ethertype 89-0d, which TGz can piggyback on. TGr also changed the first field after the LLC/SNAP to Remote Frame Type, so TGz can use Remote Frame Type 2 for TDLS, as indicated in 2515r7. A change in TGr is no longer required. The protocol version field was retained, but the consensus of the group is that that field can go away. Menzo to remove Protocol Version field and post r8.
Bruce: Align with Clint Chaplin about status of remote configuration in TGr draft. Menzo will do this.
Menzo: Second major change is that Henry Ptasinski cleaned up the MIC and other security related items. Henry is not present to discuss the changes, so this will be postponed to either the next call or to the Atlanta meeting.
Bruce: What is the TGz timeline, specifically when is the first LB scheduled? Menzo: March 08. Menzo to ask for update of the TGz website.
Bruce: When will there be a tgz extension for posting documents. Menzo: Has been requested with Harry in Hawaii, but will ask again.

Kapil: What will be the plan for Atlanta? Menzo: Discuss modifications to draft text proposal, hear presentations on items on to-do list, such as authenticated security, off-channel.
