Proceedings

The teleconference was called to order at 9.05 AM PST by the Chair (Neeraj S.). Tom A. was appointed recording secretary. The agenda as disseminated on the reflector was reviewed. The Chair called for presentations; there were none. No objections were heard to accepting the agenda, so the agenda was approved. The chair (Neeraj) reviewed the teleconference rules and various policies and procedures documents.
An update on the action items list was requested. Mark noted that he had been trying to work on a presentation in conjunction with Anthony Maida, and so there was no further progress to report. Neeraj Sharma reported also that there was one action item pending against his name (CID 139), and he is waiting until he can talk to the commenter directly.

The Chair then proceeded to the comment resolution using the latest comment resolution spreadsheet (11-07/0659r15), starting with CID 1113. It was noted that this CID was very similar to CID 149 and would be resolved by the resolution to CID 149.

CIDs 530, 660 and 777 were addressed. Mark K volunteered to work on the wording as per the comments. CIDs 532, 662 and 779 were also identical to these comments.

CIDs 947 and 1030 were discussed. It was noted that these two CIDs were very similar. CID 947 was rejected and CID 1030 was accepted.

CIDs 150 and 1031 were discussed; it was decided to wait for the presentation from Mark Kobayashi and Anthony Maida before dealing with these.

CID 34 was discussed. Ultimately it was decided to assign it to Mark Kobayashi.

CID 151 was covered. It was decided to reject the comment; there were no objections.

CID 431 was discussed. Mark Kobayashi proposed assigning it to Dalton Victor for proper wording.

CIDs 1032 and 1033 were covered. There was much discussion. It was decided to request further clarification from the commenter for CID 1032, and to assign CID 1033 to Mark Kobayashi for a wording suggestion.

CID 1034 was discussed. It was proposed to counter it, with the wording for the counter following from CID 1033.

CID 1035 was covered. It was decided that this comment was quite similar to CID 1033, and thus Mark Kobayashi agreed to address it with the same wording as for CID 1033.

CID 949 was addressed. It was decided that this would be resolved by CID 530.

CID 1029 was covered. It was proposed that this CID should be rejected; the information should be noted but not necessarily adhered to. There was some discussion. It was suggested that there should be a reference made to the table, plus an indication that it may be desirable to record the parameters in the table.

With that, the comment resolution ended. As there was no other business, the Chair closed the teleconference.
