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Wayne Fisher (affiliation USDOT) started the teleconference at 3 pm Eastern Time, with John Kenney (affiliation VSC2), Wen Dong Hu (affiliation ST Microelectronics) Rick Noens (affiliation Motorola), Jerry Landt (affiliation USDOT), Francois Simon, (affiliation USDOT),  Vinuth Rai (affiliation VSC2) and Susan Dickey (affiliation Caltrans) on the line. 
Wayne discussed changes made to comment spreadsheet that have been posted, based on resolutions that have been submitted. New documents on the server are:

We discussed the document on frame usage, 2652r0. Fisher liked the wording in the first option, suggested , changing “shall” to “is” in that statement, to correspond with accepted Dot Eleven usage. Kenney pointed out that there were substantive question about whether we really want to allow or disallow usage of RTC/CTS and Probe Req/Probe Response – Dickey has action item to ask implementers (Justin, Doug, Brian) about their point of view.
We discussed 2673r0: Simon has gone through all comments related to WSIE. Often these comments were related to the definitions in document 2645, so his response is related to definitions proposed there.. Noens asked for clarification of what is being addressed, Simon said that if other issues were touched in the comment he was dealing with he tried to deal with those as well. There was a question about explanation of length in Table 7-26 of the baseline document, and whether we are following correctly the way everyone else does it. Wayne will be updating master spreadsheet with the comment resolutions from this document.
Lee has asked Wayne to address which ones would require a motion in Atlanta. There is no motion if there is not change to the draft. However, if we have made a change, then this requires a motion. 

Kenney presented informational document 2668r0, those on the telecon concurred that the changes suggested to Clause 11 seemed appropriate. Fisher requested that we build another document that addresses the comments. Simon will adjust the draft; Dickey, Rai and Kenney will work on the comment resolution and change adoption motion..

Simon commented that he had found some places in the draft where changes were required because of the new definitions in 2645, he will make up a document to address this. Kenney said hopefully there will not be too many places that need to be changed, because the definitions were meant to be consistent. 
Simon will send out new draft, new version tomorrow. We will have another telecom next Thursday to continue work on comment resolution.
