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7.4.11.15 Co-located Interference Response

Change the 7th paragraph as follows: 

The Interference Level field is a signed integer indicating the level of the expected self-interference in units of dBm averaged over a 4 μs period during an interference period. If no co-located interference is present the field is set to 0. The interference level is referenced to the connector of the currently in-use receiving antenna. The value of 127 indicates that the reporting STA is not able to receive due to jamming co-located interference or other reasons during the reported interference periods, regardless of the actual interference level and frequency.
