1. Meeting called to order at 8:02 AM by Menzo Wentik, Conexant, chair of TGz

2. Bas Drisen, Philips, has volunteered to be secretary for this session.

3. Menzo going through the patent policy, slides 1-5.

4. 8:08 AM, the patent policy has been read to the group
5. Menzo asked if there were any essential patent claims to be made, none were.

11. A question was raised what the latest draft baseline is, which is:
a. 2515r8
12. In the conference calls the baseline document has been modified:

a. Path switch is the the power save. Direct link logically stays in place

13. Update baseline documented that includes channel switching presented by Menzo Wentink 2762r0
a. Channel switching. STA can go to power save and change channel. After certain period of time STAs can go back to AP channel. If a bulky transfer needs to happen STAs can decide to move to different channel

b. TDLS channel switch request and response messages added

c. IE Supported Regulatory Classes, added to TDLS setup request and response 

d. IE Off-channel, added to TDLS confirm

e. Initiator decides on Off-channel.

f. Two new frames as mentioned above

g. TDLS channel switch request, 1 octet frame, Target Channel

h. TDLS channel switch response, 1 octet frame, 

i. Both are sent on the direct link. 

j. Request to switch back to base channel shall always be accepted

k. Two new classes defined, Supported Regulatory Classes element and Off-channel element

l. N octets long, where N is the number of classes supported.

m. Off-channel element specifies the channel number and the regulatory class.

n. Menzo reading out informative section in baseline document

o. Bas asked is there a TDLS channel switch confirm message?

p. Menzo said not in the setup exchange. Can be added when found necessary, but currently it is not seen as of use.

q. Q Ali: was asked whether off-channel was really different channel.
r. Menzo yes. STAs need to judge themselves whether the off-channel is better suited for their communication than the base channel.

s. TDLS Suspend Request needs to be TDLS Tear Down Request, p.24.

t. Q Alexander: When STAs are in PSM, are STAs able to do channel switch request messaging.

u. Difference between STA going to PS or AP that thinks STA is in PS
v. Power save is changed in doze state.

w. Q Ali: What BSSID are the STAs using in off-channel?

x. There are no beacons. 

y. Menzo, same BSSID on the off-channel

z. If another network exists, it will think that there is a second AP in the channel.

aa. Q Safonov: More than one direct link, in case of server and two clients?

ab. A Menzo: Not possible to do off-channel in this case.

ac. Q Ali: Switching back, does there need to be a specific time before you switch back? What is the protocol?
ad. A Menzo: Same as go to off-channel.

ae. Q Liwen: What happens if the AP decides to switch channel.

af. A Menzo: CSA channel switch announcement is multiple beacons long.

ag. A Bas: This should have been addressed in PS, since it has to deal with the same problem.

ah. Q Safonov: What happens when other STA is death, when can the other STA switch back.

ai. A Menzo: After a certain ACK time out, STA can switch back to base channel.

aj. Q: Should channel switch be scheduled?  

ak. A: Could be, does not necessarily have to be. 

al. Safonov, will address tomorrow.
