The TGp ad hoc teleconference began at 3 PM Eastern time.
Lee Armstrong, TGp Chair, was unable to attend the teleconference so the meeting was conducted by Wayne Fisher.

The agenda for the meeting was to review the latest updates to the P802.11p draft, discuss updates to the PICS, and discuss other recent submittals or inputs.

Jerry Landt has revisited the Category 2 receiver performance requirements defined in Table 17-13a.  There were comments and there was an extended discussion led by Carl Kain during the Atlanta session about the source of these numbers and if they were correct and consistent with the baseline document requirements defined in Table 17-13.  Jerry has generated a discussion paper and is collaborating with Carl to resolve the inconsistencies and provide a recommended resolution of the comments and concerns.
Doug Kavner asked if there had been any follow-up discussions on his submittal (doc. No. 2905r5) on solutions to permit simultaneous reception of WAVE BSS data frames and non-BSS data frames on the same channel.  There had been some lively discussions on this subject during the Atlanta meetings but there have not been any further discussions during the subsequent teleconferences.  Doug plans to incorporate additional considerations into this submittal; update the document to revision 6; and discuss these updates at a future teleconference or meeting.
Francois updated the preliminary draft again and it includes recent recommended updates to Clause 11 by John Kenny, et al, and updates to PICS in Annex A that I had provided.  John noted that the updates to Clause 11 were not quite what he had provided in document 2668r1 (note, I did not find 2668r1 on the server).  This was triggered by my attempt to update PICS for “TSF Timer in WAVE mode”.  I found similar statements in clause 11.1.1.3 and 11.14.3. John revisted this and determined that Clause 11.1.1.3 is to be deleted in our draft.  Francois and I will make these changes to the PICS and the draft.
Please review this latest version of our draft and provide any corrections, revisions, updates to Francois.  I’m still addressing the comments on the PICS and will update submittal 2837r0 when I complete the resolutions. Note, the PICS will need to be revisited after all changes to our draft are complete.  
Francois also identified his recent submittal on “Definitions needed for WAVE mode, On-demand beacon, WAVE Announcement”, doc # 2947r1. This addresses about 62 comments and includes updates to some comments already addressed by documents 2530r4, 2673r0, 2674r1, 2727r0, 2771r0, and 2782r2. Please review these comment resolutions, especially if the documents listed were yours, and provide feedback to Francois.  These resolutions are reflected in the latest draft.
Jerry Landt noted that in our draft we need to update the TGp secretary from Filip Weytjens to Susan Dickey in the front of the document.  I need to make that change.  I also want to make a note recognizing the support that Filip had provided for the past 4 years.
The next teleconference is scheduled for next Thursday, December 13, 2007, at 3 PM ET.
