Francois introduced the set of submittals he recently generated based on Susan Dickey’s classification of comments.  He noted that many of the comment resolutions that were generated prior to the November sessions need to be revisited because of the impact of the updated definitions in Clause 3. In these submittals Francois has addressed 187 comments.  About 17 are still outstanding in these groups.  He has sent these out for inputs from the active participants.
Francois has updated the latest draft P802.11p to include the recent comment resolutions.  He is planning on generating a submittal of motions that present each clause and the resolutions for that clause and a motion to accept these resolutions and updates to the clauses.  This will be provided during a teleconference and the formal motions will be presented during a session in Taipei.

Doug Kavner joined us and asked if his updated document 2901r6 had been discussed.  It had not and the attendees on the teleconference felt that some additional experts needed to be included in the discussion of his submittal on “Use of BSSID in WAVE” for it to be worthwhile.
