Agenda and Administrative Business

After calling the meeting to order, the chair reminded attendees of the IEEE policies and procedures and then called for comments or objections to those policies and procedures from attendees.  No participants responded.

Draft status, Necati Canpolat
· All pending submissions have been incorporated into the draft

· All editorial comment resolution is complete
· Items from the latest approved technical comment spreadsheet are being incorporated

· D1.02, which incorporates the previous three changes and is approximately 180 pages, will be completed before the ad hoc

· D1.03 will be released after the ad hoc, and is likely to be the version sent to letter ballot

Comment Resolution Status
· The chair requested a status update on the comment groups assigned to the volunteer teams

· Elly Kim: 77 comments assigned to her team, of which 44 are done.  Two comments have DoCoMo listed as a volunteer, and 31 remain for completion
· Stephen McCann: No participants affiliated with DoCoMo will be attending the Taiwan meeting, so those comments will require coordination.  To aid in that process, Stephen McCann will send contact information to Elly Kim and Dave Stephenson.
· Necati Canpolat: Much effort was spent on the draft, and his partner is on vacation until December 26.

· Stephen McCann

· Has been working with Colin Blanchard on emergency services comments.  The team expects to present 2-3 submissions at the ad hoc.

· Has also been trying to compile MIB, but it is difficult because the MIB edits from the TGu draft need to be applied to the base standard MIB.

· Matthew Gast: Several comments requested detailed state machines, which is out of the expertise of the TG.  Therefore, they should be deferred until after the letter ballot to give the group time to find expertise with state machines.
· The chair agreed with this suggestion, and these comments will be marked as deferred in the spreadsheet.
Ad hoc attendance

· Six people have responded to the ad hoc invitation.
· Matthew Gast noted that several attendees have noticed that corporate rates are a large discount at the recommended hotel.
