4.a  Presentation 11-08/0027r0 "Key Hierarchy Nonce Removal"  Tony Braskich 

Tony presented an overview of the document.

· pg.3 section 8, 256 is replaced by 768 – why?
This section is about creation of keys.  Currently we do a KDF-256, looking for 256 bits of output, which becomes the PMK.  The name is currently calculated from parameters without any outputs from a KDF.  Since we removed the nonce we wouldn’t have anything changing which is not useful.  So we call the KDF with a larger number of bits to derive the PMK, MKD and other data.


4.b  Presentation 11-07/0023r51 "LB93 TGs Draft 1.0 Comment Spreadsheet"
This r51 reflects all the changes adopted in Atlanta.  Two motions had the same two CIDs mentioned but the changes were compatible.  There are now 103 comments left.  Every case where the resolution is changed is marked with an x in column x of the spreadsheet.  There are a couple of MDA comments where there are only changes in the resolution note and the resolution was not closed.
There were no comments on the spreadsheet.
4.c  Presentation 11-07/2933r1 "January 2008 Mesh Meeting Agenda"  Donald Eastlake
