Proceedings

The teleconference was called to order at 9.01 AM PST by the Chair (Neeraj S.). Tom A. was appointed recording secretary. The Chair reviewed the teleconference rules and various policies and procedures documents. The agenda as disseminated on the reflector was then reviewed. The Chair called for presentations; there were none. No objections were heard to accepting the agenda, so the agenda was approved. 
The Chair then reviewed the minutes for the previous teleconference. He noted that there were a couple of minor errors, and so he had asked Tony Maida to re-post the minutes after the errors were corrected. He also mentioned that we had not had a teleconference for the last 4 weeks, and this would be the last teleconference before the Taipei meeting. We had been assigned 16 hours of meeting time at the Taipei meeting, in the hope that we would make more progress. He asked whether any presentations would be brought in at the Taipei meeting. There were none. He reminded the group that our progress was very slow and encouraged people to bring in proposals and resolve the action items.

Mark K. asked whether a new draft version would be posted. The Chair replied that we had so far refrained from posting a new version simply to avoid confusion between the various draft versions during comment resolution. Tom A. said that he was working on a new draft version (1.01) and expected to finish it some time after the Taipei meeting.

With that, the Chair resumed comment resolution, using version 20 of the comment resolution spreadsheet, and starting with CID 1064.

CID 1064 – There was some discussion. It was noted that the clarification was already made on lines 15-16. There was no objection to rejecting the comment on this basis. The comment was duly rejected.

CID 1065 – There was extensive discussion. This comment was compared with the previous one (CID 1064). It was proposed to counter, removing the phrases "for an infrastructure BSS" as well as the phrase "for an IBSS". The counter was accepted.

CID 595 – There was no objection to accepting the comment. This applied to CID 725 and CID 842 as well.

CID 596 – Tom A. volunteered to work with Mark K. on coming up with a suggested remedy.

CID 245 - It was noted that this would be resolved by resolving CID 1699, plus the contents of Annex B.

CID 1808 – There was discussion as to whether the proposal that Sasha brought in at the last meeting would address the comment. Sasha T. volunteered to send out an e-mail regarding whether the proposal addressed the CID. Mark K. also requested that a new version of the draft should be sent out to see whether the proposal had addressed the comment. The Chair noted that a new version would be issued after the Taipei meeting.

CID 448 – Same resolution as CID 447.

CID 1718 – Similar to CID 1708. It was proposed to accept this comment with the same remedy as CID 1708. The Chair then noted that CIDs 1717, 1715, 1719, 1723, 1724, 1730, 1731, 1732, 1733, and 1734 all were related, having the same content and intent but referring to different clause numbers. It was therefore proposed that all of these CIDs be accepted with the same resolution. There was no objection, hence they were accepted.

CID 1066 – There was extensive discussion as to whether a combiner was needed or not. It was decided to move item (h) to the next paragraph under optional equipment, and change it to say: "If multiple antennas of the DUT and/or WLCP are to be driven, then combiner(s) should be used for connection to the antennas of the DUT and/or WLCP. The combiner(s) should have as many ports as there are antennas on the DUT and/or on the WLCP." The comment was accepted.

CID 598 – There was some discussion. It was decided to defer this for later.

As there was no other business to be discussed, the Chair thanked the participants and closed the teleconference.
