Meeting Minutes

1. Menzo Wentink called the meeting to order @ 1049am EST.  The meeting was called to order late, since only 3 people joined the call.

2. Jiyoung, LG, prepared a presentation on some open issues and we were hoping to discuss this topic on this call.

3. Menzo commented on her presenation via email, but there has not been any response since then.  Her presentation also includes some reason codes that Menzo has some reservations.

4. There was some discussion about the off channel DLS proposal in the previous meeting that we were going to discuss during this conference call.

5. Michael Livshitz had some comments that we discussed during this call.  His main concerns are captured in the previous conference call’s meeting minutes.

6. There was some open discussion about timing of the off channel stuff and switch time.

7. There was a consensus that switching to a DFS channel does not need to be prohibited, as long as it is made clear that the channel rules need to be obeyed at all times. Need to discuss with Michael.
8. Same for going to a channel where WMM-AC AP is active, should be considered similar to setting up a BSS or IBSS on that channel. Need to discuss with Michael.

9. Menzo to update the channel switching proposal with a target channel indication inside the channel switch request, and with a timeout added for switching back to the base channel if the off-channel doesn’t work for some reason. Target channel inside channel switch request was requested for by Huawai in a private email to Menzo.
10. Menzo will not be able to attend the Taiwan conference since he is switching jobs.  Daniel will not be able to attend either since he is in the process of moving back to the United States.
