Ad hoc discussion
· Due to overlap between TGu, TGv, and TGw, a joint ad hoc would be productive.
· After discussion of dates, April 21-23 was tentatively identified as a potential date.  Hosts were identified in both Hillsboro, OR and San Jose, CA.

Liaisons
The chair opened discussion on how TGu should engage in the future with SA2.

· George Babut: It is vital to continue working with SA2, as they are specifying everything for mobile communications.  There is a need to take into account real-world operator requirements.

· Colin Blanchard: 3GPP needs to solve the same problems as TGu, so there is potential to have two incompatible standards developed simultaneously.  3GPP is also imposing more rules on non-3GPP access technologies
· Stephen McCann: SA2 does not respond to liasons from the IEEE.
· George Babut: SA2 needs more than just a liaison letter to put things on the agenda.  Without a formal liaison relationship, they don't add items to their agenda
· Dave Stephenson: SA2 need to have the TGu draft to comment on.  If they treat 802.11 as a "black box" that can't be changed, they will duplicate much of the work of the IEEE.

· George Bumiller volunteered to generate a multi-page summary of the TGu draft indicating aspects of system selection that are of interest to TGu.  This summary could be sent with a liaison letter asking for comments from SA2 whether the TGu approach of interest and soliciting suggestions for future work.
