i. P802.11-2007 clause: 7.3.2.18

ii. The TPC report element refers in many places to "transmit power" yet the transmit power value must be +-5 dB of an EIRP. Further, there is no single value for a STA's EIRP since EIRP varies by azimuth and elevation. Therefore it seems that where 7.3.2.18 says EIRP or transmit power, it really means maximum EIRP.
