In all, 1,958 comments were received, 611 marked editorial and 1347 technical.

The chair proposed to split up in two groups, each to categorize half on the comments received. This was done. The Categories chosen were General, MAC, RFI and Security. For each further issue identifiers were added by the groups with issue identifiers starting with the same letter as the category they were in.

A new column was added to 11-08/493 between G & H for Topic Category.
