4.a   Status of comment resolutions spread sheet (11-08/493) and TGs Draft.
Anthony Maida (3eTI), TGs Technical Editor, indicated that there were a few glitches in 11-08/493r11 which he uploaded but he is working on further improvements to produce a spreadsheet up to date as of the end of the Jacksonville 802.11 meeting. He believes he will have an edited Draft incorporating the changes from resolved comments by sometime around mid-June.
