The agenda for the Teleconference:

1. To review the LB 125 Comment Resolutions received.
Discussions:
1. After introductions Lee opened the discussions on Francois’ Comment Resolution submittals.  Francois began the Comment Resolution discussions with document -0730, Clause 4. Abbreviations.  There were a number of discussions on the abbreviations but most of it was more about definitions and one comment that was misplaced, should be in clause 5.2.2a.  
2. Francois also presented document 0729, Clause 3. Definitions.  This also stimulated a lot of discussions on the still open issue of (eliminating the) WAVE BSS and the potential of changing (or deleting) some of the definitions.  Only about 15 CRs were addressed during this teleconference.

3. The open issue of (potential elimination of) the WAVE BSS was discussed briefly.  Dick Roy said he would take a cut at a draft since Justin was going to be out for the next two weeks. Francois offered to help generate a draft of changes reflecting the removal of a WAVE BSS and the impact on the rest of the draft.  Wayne and Francois provided Dick with a “Word” equivalent of draft D4.0 to use to create the updates.
4. No other significant issues were discussed.

5. Lee informed us that he would be on vacation (sailing) and would not be available for the teleconferences for the next three weeks.  Wayne agreed to oversee these teleconferences.
