4.a   Status of comment resolutions spread sheet (11-08/493r13) and TGs Draft.
Anthony Maida (3eTI), TGs Technical Editor, has edited 132 resolved comments into the draft.  He is planning to upload the draft and resolution spreadsheet next week after review by Chair.  r13 is correct as of Jacksonville, r14 will reflect incorporation of resolved comments into the draft..  

4.b HWMP Comment Resolutions

Jan Kruys reviewed his submission on section 11B.9 on changing HWMP to MPS (Mesh Path Selection), IE to primitive and how to deal with Sequence Numbers in PREQ and PREP.

Questions / comments   . . . 

· Bi-directional path – is there a uni-directional?  
There’s always an originator and a target.  Usually the originator identifies target.  Target MAY respond.  Only mention uni in root announcement.

· Proactive path request – is it mandatory?  Concern over amount of traffic and hence power consumption 
Depends on Wi-Fi Alliance ;-) Not needed to meet the standard, might be needed for certification.  Mechanisms must be implemented.  If root decides to use pro-active route request, each MP must reply.  Root does not have to send out this request

· Submission should only include 11B.9.

· If people agree Jan will extend these change to the whole section

· Chair suggests a straw poll but people still have comments/questions

· MP requests to form a tree, not Root MP right?
If you build a tree you are root.  All MPs have to respond.  There’s only one Root

· How do you establish sub tree?
It’s automatic.  Send out request or announcement.  Every MP establishes link to peer with shortest path

· How do you use sub tree – why created?  11B.9.3.1
If you are an MP, with MPs below you, you are on top of a sub tree

· A proposal already exists to remove sub tree references in CIDs 775 and 1632

· 11B.9.4.2  Why is there a new sequence number?
Used to be destination sequence number.    

· Different from mesh sequence?
Yes.  Mesh sequence number is in the frame header.  This is numbering of path action primitives to distinguish fresh and stale path information.

· Why is mesh sequence number not enough?
It is for data frames.  11B.9.4.2 is for Path Selection management frames which may contain multiple elements which might have different sequence numbers.

· IEs and primitives?
Primitive says nothing about information.  Just an operator.  A primitive is carried by an IE.

· Proxy MP vs Portal MP? 
Proxy talks to other mesh members and devices.  Portal MP doesn’t talk to devices.
