The agenda for the Teleconference:

1. To review the LB 125 Comment Resolutions received. To continue the discussion on the potential elimination of the WAVE BSS.
Discussions:
1. After introductions Wayne expressed his concerns of the impact on TGp of the other amendments ahead of it in the pipeline.  TGk, TGr, TGy, TGn, TGu, and TGs. George said he would do what he could to delay TGn so we would not have to deal with such a large document in determining its impact on TGp.

2. There were no new Comment Resolution submittals this week.

3. The primary discussion for this teleconference was addressing the issue of potentially removing the WAVE BSS from P802.11p.  Francois questioned part of Justin’s presentation (Slide 5 of document 11-08-0710) to delete 11.1 and 11.2 (11.2.2). This led to a discussion by John and Dick and Francois about changes required in 11 for TGp (i.e., changes in P802.11p, Clause 11).  John said that 11.18.3 was a rebuild of 11.1 of the baseline document for WAVE.  We need to revisit this to ensure that we aren’t missing something if we remove the WAVE BSS.  Dick said we can delete all of the changes to Clause 11 for WAVE. John felt this had to be carefully reviewed.
Francois said he would take a cut at rebuilding the draft without the WAVE BSS.  He said he would keep the Ondemand Beacon and the WAVE Information element (relabelled as Higher Layer information element) for the time being.
John stated that the intention of a STA only in WAVE mode was not fully 802.11 compliant.  Dick said don’t disallow what’s already there.
4. Dick expressed a concern for SAE message sets that may have very long messages that would require fragmentation.  Francois said he already has a proposal for addressing fragmentation at the higher layers (e.g. P1609).  This is not a P802.11p problem.

5. Wayne revisited the Comment Resolution submittals by Francois.  Documents 0730 and part of 0729 had been addressed last week.  Note, these and many other comment resolutions may be affected by the resolution and consensus of the elimination of the WAVE BSS.  Document 0727 only applies to one comment on the introduction which Wayne will address.  Document 0725 (General comments) should be reviewed by everyone.  It contains a full range of comments that are not tied to a specific clause and needs reviewed and inputs provided by the “experts”.
6. No other significant issues were discussed.

The next teleconference is scheduled for next Thursday, July 3, 2008, at 3 PM ET.
