The proposed frame is to advertise direct communications between 802.11 STAs outside of a BSS using an 802.11 management frame as defined in  802.11 Std. 2007, sub-clause 7.3.2.    The management frame is selected among the reserved Subtypes specified in Table 7-1 of the base document.   
Note: It is assumed here that Subtype = 0xF has not been already allocated.
