· There is an alternate solution that has been proposed for timing measurement, using beacon frames. Ganesh is preparing a presentation describing the alternative, and the issues with it, including the need for hardware support for statistical processing, and lack of symmetry between non-AP STAs and APs.

· The solution in 08-891 uses management action frames rather than public action frames, since the frames are exchanged only between APs and associated stations. 

· MIB variable definitions need changes to index by MAC address, also need text to describe use of MIB variables.

· Are using Time of departure solution for both location and timing measurement. Need text to clarify that the accuracy required for the 2 applications is different.

· No additional annex changes are needed.
· Next steps, get additional review from commenters, and prepare the corresponding comment resolutions.
